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EVO 8 Hard Pipes 

Installation
1. Have the car jack up so there is enough room to pull out the old intercooler piping and put new ones in with proper jack stands. 

2. Remove battery from battery tray

3. Remove the first rubber hose and pipe from the throttle body. Remove Blow off valve and both tubing. You will need pipe cover to cover the intake pipe that goes to the turbo. This has to be plug off. Can be purchase from any hardware store or plumbing. 

4. Remove the battery tray by taking out the 2 nuts and 2 bolts (12mm size) and cut the corner off, that’s on the driver side of the tray and make it flush with the bottom so that you can slide the battery towards the driver side. Relocate the thick roll of wires so they will not get pinch.

5. Install the battery tray back in with the 2 nuts and 2 bolts
6. Put the new blow off valve on to the new pipe by putting the supplied o ring between and put the clamp around the blow off valve and pipe. Make sure this is secure or will not work properly. 
7. Install new hard pipe with blow off valve with a supplied coupler and two clamps. The new coupler and clamps is used from hard pipe to throttle body. Make sure this is also secure. Connect other end to the factory coupler that was left on with factory clamp. Connect the vacuum line from the stock blow off valve on to the new one. 
8. Remove bottom panel under engine. Lots of plastic screws.

9. Remove factory intercooler piping by leaving the coupler on the intercooler. There are two 12mm bolts that must be remove and won’t be reusing again. 

10. Connect the two new hard pipes together with supplied coupler (make sure it’s the right fit). Keep this loose so you can twist it while installing. Have the last coupler supplied go to the end of the new hard pipe to the end of the turbo. Use supplied clamps to finish up clamping and use the stock clamp on the stock coupler that’s on the intercooler. Be sure this is secure. 
11. Put the bottom panel back on. 

12. Place the battery back in (tight fit) and clamp it down with the factory bracket. Hook the battery cables back up and take car off jack stands.

13. Enjoy your new hard pipes.
