BALLBEARING TURBO
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Thank you for purchasing the High performance GT28RS turbo.

The GT28RS features many engine setups and works very well as an upgrade turbo (single or dual mount) or replacement turbo.

Please follow these simple steps and recommendations for a safer mounting and longer turbo life.

“This is no toy, and if used in a not proper or recommended way persons can get hurt !!”
Installation Guide (standard universal mounting)

(If you’re not familiar with turbo installations we recommend that you turn to you’re nearest car mechanic for professional help) 
Before mounting:
Clean or change you’re air filter if necessary, check that no leaks or holes appear in you’re intake hose to the turbo. Check that the exhaust side of the engine does not contain any lose fragments or parts that could harm the turbo. 
We strongly recommend using the water cooling on the turbo. Inspect water hoses for leaks or cracks to prevent the turbo from over heating.
MOTOR OIL AND FILTER SHALL ALWAYS BE REPLACED WHEN INSTALLING A NEW TURBO!!!
Clean and check the engines crankshaft ventilation channels so that there are fully functional
Mounting:

Remove all plastic covers on the turbo (beware of any possible dirt falling in the turbo oil inlet). 

Mount the turbo on the manifold.
Tighten all bolts firmly.
When turbo is mounted it is important that the oil inlet hole must be strait up!!
Always use new or fresh gaskets for best result.
Do not use any kind fluid gasket or gasket “tape” on the oil inlet.

When the turbo is completely mounted, disconnect the fuse for the fuel pump on you’re car and crank the car for 20-30 seconds so that the oil can fill up the turbo for a safer start.

Start up you’re car and let it run on idle for 5 minutes.

During these 5 minutes check for any possible leaks on the turbo (oil, water, exhausts)
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Staring and driving the GT28RS:

You have now completed the installation of the turbo.

The first 5 times you start you’re car run it for at least 10 minutes before applying heavy load or boost.  

When parking you’re car after heavy driving and boosting you need to idle at least 5minutes so that the turbo can cool of. If not doing this the life on the turbo will dramatically decrease.

Be sure to use a good oil and change the oil, air filter and oil filter regularly.

These are the easiest hints for a long lasting turbo.
