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Hints for Pipe fitment to MR2 Toyota
Just thought I’d share this with you, we have a virginal MR2, like yours, in the shop today, for a Dump Pipe.
This is what we had to do:
Remove the “X” braces in the engine bay, above the motor;
Remove the intercooler pipe from the turbo to the intercooler;

Remove the accelerator cable and bracket from motor;

Remove oil filer;

Undo connecting pipe from cast down pipe;

Undo retaining bolt on bracket on side of cast down pipe;

Remove four studs, the four (or five) along the top of the turbo outlet, the bottom two can stay, the cast section can be twisted around them to be removed

To remove the studs, we used and 8” vice-grip, and a stud remover spanner, also you can lock two of the nuts together and use that to remove the studs.

The difficulty is removing the old cast iron down section, fitting the new Dump Pipe is easier, we actually fit bolts into the hole were the studs came out, 10mm x 40mm x 1.25, but you can screw the old studs back in, the new Dump Pipe will clear all studs when you fit them back in.
